Explanation:
· <!DOCTYPE html>: Declares the document type as HTML5.
· <html>: The root element of the HTML document.
· <head>: Contains metadata like the page title.
· <title>: Sets the title shown in the browser tab.
· <body>: Contains the visible content of the page.
· <h1>: A heading.
· <p>: A paragraph of text.
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DOCTYPE
The <!DOCTYPE html> declaration is used to tell the browser what version of HTML the page is written in. It ensures that the browser renders the page in standards mode rather than quirks mode. In modern HTML (HTML5), the DOCTYPE is very simple:
<!DOCTYPE html>
Note the following:
· It does not require a closing tag.
· It is placed at the very top of the HTML document, before the <html> tag.
· Its main purpose is to help browsers interpret the markup correctly according to the HTML specification.
Here’s an example of an HTML 4.01 Strict DOCTYPE declaration:
<!DOCTYPE HTML PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD HTML 4.01//EN" "http://www.w3.org/TR/html4/strict.dtd">
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The <head> section contains metadata and resources. Common elements:

7. Fonts and external resources.
