3. The CSS float property specifies how an element should float (left, right, none, inherit). Examples: float an image to the left or right around text.

4. The CSS clear property specifies what should happen to an element when it is next to a floating element. In other words, if you have some floated elements and you want the next element to be below, you use the clear property. The authors recommend: clearfix::after to handle an element (e.g. an image) that overflows its container.

5. The CSS box-sizing property allows us to include the padding and border in an element’s total width and height. By default, the actual width of an element is: width + padding + border.  In other words, if you have a div with a width of 100 and add 10-pixel padding, then the div will appear bigger than you have set. In this case, the width of the div would be 120 pixels. By applying: box-sizing: border-box, to an element, this will force the element’s actual width to include the padding and border. A common rule defines that all elements on the page (“*” is the universal selector, it selects everything on the page) will have this feature applied to them.
